The restored cemetery can function as a place to come face to face with the history of Vaals. Not 
only for visitors and tourists, but also for the inhabitants of Vaals itself. Because it is a 
coproduction between the municipality, the historical society and family members, it also leads 
to a shared responsibility. 

The project costs € 30.000. We have entered a proposal to the Provincial Council for subsidies 
from a monumental/archeological budget.  

15 staff municipality (1 fulltime (36H)/14 partime (18H) during the actual restoration, during 6 
months. 10 volunteers during the restoration and afterwards. 

Besides the actual physical restoration, there will be a stocktaking of the historical data, with 
regard to the cemetery. The data will be co-published by Vaals and the historical society. 
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
